The SAT is a college admissions test that assesses students’ skills in 
reading, writing, and mathematics and is often cited as a strong indicator 
of student preparedness for higher education.

The Armada Area School District is 
once again celebrating our student 
achievement on the Spring 2024 
M-STEP. M-STEP assessments are 
standardized assessments given 
annually at various grade levels and 

are intended to measure students’ skills in English Language Arts, 
Math, Science, and Social Studies. 
We are proud to announce that for the Spring 2024 testing, 
Armada Area Schools ranked #1 in 9 of 20 M-STEP categories. 
These results are a true testament to the Armada Area School 
District’s commitment to fostering a nurturing environment and 
our ongoing efforts to ensure academic success for all. We 
congratulate all of our students for their hard work, discipline, and 
commitment to learning, and we thank them for showing all what it 
means to be an Armada Tiger!

Armada High School Receives Top Marks in State Accountability Rating
Each year the State of Michigan releases a “A School 
Accountability Index Report” where schools receive a 
ranking from 0-100 in specific categories. For the first 
time since the Index Rating has been utilized, Armada 
High School received a perfect score of 100 on the 
“Growth Index” and had a high overall index score 
of 96.58. These accountability rankings serve as an 
additional indicator that Armada High School continues 
the tradition of being a school of excellence.

Armada High School is an AP Honor Roll School
Armada High School was was named to the 2024 AP School 
Honor Roll! The AP School Honor Roll recognizes schools 
whose AP program are delivering results and broadening 
access for students.

Schools can earn the Honor Roll recognition annually based 
on criteria that reflect a commitment to increasing their
school’s college-going culture, providing opportunities for 
students to earn college credit, and maximizing college
readiness. The AP School Honor Roll offers four levels of 
distinction: Bronze, Silver, Gold, and Platinum.
Armada High School had 122 students who took at least 
one AP Exam in 2024 and 55.74% of students scored three 
or higher on at least one AP Exam which often equates to 
college credit.
During the 2023-2024 school year Armada High School offered 8 AP classes.  This school year students were 
offered 12 different AP classes.

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Bond Update

We are excited to share that construction projects are well underway across the district, with progress being made on 
numerous initiatives. Several projects have already been completed, and new ones are beginning to take shape. 
 
Behind the scenes, we’ve successfully replaced the water softeners at the Administrative/Academy Building, Middle 
School, and Krause Elementary School. Ongoing work to enhance safety and security includes the replacement of 
doors and hardware across all district buildings, with this project nearing completion. 
 
Significant upgrades have been made to our athletic facilities, including the installation of turf on the softball field and 
soccer/football field, resurfacing of the track, installation of new discus and shot put pads, and the transformation of the 
old tennis courts into a dedicated marching band practice area. 
 
We’ve also expanded and reconfigured the Elementary School parking lot to improve traffic flow, making drop-offs and 
pick-ups more efficient. 
 
Looking ahead, a number of exciting projects are on the horizon. A new concession stand, restrooms, and press box 
are being built at the football/soccer field. Our backup generators have arrived, and the concrete pads for them have 
already been poured. Construction is also underway on a new entrance to the high school, and during this time, the 
athletic entrance will serve as the main entrance for visitors. 
 
We’re excited about the improvements taking shape and look forward to seeing these projects completed in the near 
future!
